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YEAR 1/ CYCLE A

aWhatever the Weather® is a science-based theme,
incorporating geography elements. It begins with a focus
on seasons, using the weather as a link between that and
materials. The weather is a great umbrella theme focus for
drawing out ideas such as: waterproof and clothing made
from materials appropriate to temperature (e.g. woolly,
light.)

apPupil Voice Project® is designed to give pupils the
opportunity to choose a theme that they're interested in.
This theme should last approximately 2-3 weeks. Pupils
should be consulted before the beginning of the theme,
ideally during thefinal week of the previous theme. Any
themes scheduled tor teaching in the existing theme
cycles should be avoided. The whole class should be
encouraged to come to an agreement on the Pupil Voice
Project through democratic vote.

aCome and Join the Celebration: Festivals and Key
Events® is a theme focusing on a range of celebrations,
festivals and key events of your choice with a view to
leading in to Christmas celebrations. As this is often a
whole school theme, it may be that chosen celebrations
are allocated to speéic year groups in order to avoid
duplication.

aFairies and Frogs® is a literacy-based theme with a

drama focus to enable pupils to develop a love of stories,
as well as providing a vehicle for creative arts work. Stories
should be chosen carefully, in consultation with previous
year groups, to avoid duplication as far as possible.

aNever Eat Shredded Wheat®takes its title from the
compass points, linking learning about maps and direction
with where food comes from. There is a clear geography
focus throughout, using food and where it comes from as
a means of teaching pupils about maps, as well as

other key geographical concept$s0 With The
Flow song @We're Flying Around® helps to teach
about human and physical features.

KEY STAGE.ONE THEMES
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"How Does Your Garden Grow?°The clue is in the title!

This is a theme with a science focus, all about common, wild
and garden plants, as well as tres. Pupils will learn about
their basic structure, seeds and bulbs, how animals obtain
their food from plants and what plants need to grow and
stay healthy. There are tw@o With The Flow songs to help
teach the more dificult concepts of deciduous and

evergreen in a fun and creative way.

aHappy Families® is a theme with a history focus, all
about how life has changed for pupils' families and others
around them. They'll look at ffierences between how
people used to live at dferent times e.g. which games did
grandma used to play when she was a girl? This theme
should last approximately 4-5 weeks.

aHere Comes The SunHopefully, as this theme features in
late summer term, there may actually be some sun! A short
science - focused theme (2-3 weeks) when pupils will learn
about the sun as a light source, sun safety, dark and light as
well as shadows.

YEAR 2/ CYCLE B

aPirates!® Is a mixed science / geography-based theme,
using the idea of pirates sailing the high seas to teach
about continents, oceans and key physical features. There's
also opportunity to recap simple compass directions and
locational language. At the same time, it provides the
opportunity to look at how things move and introduce the
topic of sound. There is @o With The Flowsong and
animation available as well as a poem entitled | hear the
pirates.

area, mainly designed to develop geographical skills,
knowledge and understanding. There is also an
opportunity to look at signficant historical events, people
and places within the locality.

aWhere The Wild Things Are°looks at life processes in
humans and animals, beginning with living and non-living
things through to classifying bird€ish, amphibians,
reptiles and mammals. There iS@0 With The Flowsong

to help teach this creatively and carnivores, herbivores
and omnivores are also taught through@o With The

Flow song.

*

apaddington's Passport® is an ideal theme for teaching
further geographical skills, knowledge and understanding
using Paddington's home in Peru as a starting point,
followed by his emigration to London. The theme ends
with Paddington's adventure at the seaside, which

perfectly joins with the next theme. ’Qg
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aBeside the Seasidedwith a focus on the beach and coast,
provides an opportunity to reinforce key geographical
vocabulary and consolidate learning. It should last
approximately 2-3 weeks.

YEAR 3/ CYCLE A

alt's All Greek to Me!° focuses on the history of Ancient
Greece. It marks the introduction of the Go With The Flow
“Let's Walk the Timeline' song, which is chronological and
cumulative, adding verses throughout Lower Key Stage
Two. Even if history is not taught chronologically, the
verses can be ordered correctly at the end of the phase to
provide a timeline through song. The unit also comes with
teacher and pupil factsheets included. The end of the
theme culminates in the legacy of democracy, which is
followed through into the next theme.

a0rder! Order!° is a short theme (2 weeks) about
democracy, rights and responsibilities.

the Timeline' song verse two is introduced here. The unit
comes with teacher and pupil factsheets included.

aGreen Fingers® follows on from Key Stage 1 theme, "How
Does Your Garden Grow?' and looks at the function of part:
of plants and the requirements of plants for growttso

With The Flow song, 2Pollination Duty® provides a great
resource for teaching about the role of the bee in the life
cycle of a plant. Practical work can be set up at the
beginning of the term and re-visited later, when growth

has had chance to take place, towards the end of the

next theme.

aMay the Force Be With You°is a science-based forces
theme that looks at magnetic force, in particular. Lasting
2-3 weeks, it also builds on the Key Stage 1 concepts of
speed and motion.

aThree Giant Steps® enables pupils to continue to

develop their sense of place in the world. The geography
theme unit suggests three possible study places:- Dover,
France and Canada (The French Connection!). These are,
however, only suggestions and teachers are free to choose
their own locations, as long as key skills and
concepts are taught.

aAbracadabral® weaves a magical web around the science
focus of materials, their properties and behaviour. Pupils
use their magic skills to investigate and demonstrate
reversible and irreversible changes, heating, cooling,
solutions, filtering, sieving and evaporation.

aA World of Cracking Ideas!® is a design-based theme,
helping pupils to understand the design and make process,
as well as learning about sigincant inventions over time.

A very practical theme, this allows pupils to combine and
practise a range of inter-disciplinary skills.

aSpaced Out!°is a short theme (2 weeks) that looks at the
Earth, Sun and Moon in relation to each other, focusing on
orbit and rotation.
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aLocation, Location, Location® extends learning from
previous phases, focusing on the local area, exploring
change and continuity over time.

YEAR 6/ CYCLE B

aln Your Element® is a geography-based theme, taking in
the elements of earth, aifire and water. As well as
extending knowledge of rocks and soils, pupils learn about
natural phenomena such as earthquakes, volcanoes,
tsunamis and tornados.

learning about light and electricity, providing pupils with
the opportunity to apply prior knowledge and
understanding.

aEco Warriors® is a sustainability focused, cross-curricular
project. With its own separate theme resource (do make
sure you have a copy of this available before teaching this
theme = it will really help with planning!), it details the
learning sequence using a challenge approach. It covers a
range of environmental issues such as recycling, climate
change and energy.
